	Article 2 par. 10 of law 2941/2001 "Simplification of procedures for establi​shing companies, licensing Renewable Energy Sources plants, regulation of issues of the company GREEK SHIPYARDS S.A. and other provisions" (Government Ga​zet​te A 201)" provides that outline and final planning permissions pursuant to law 1650/1986 (Government Gazette A 160), as amended by law 3010/2002 (Government Gazette A 91), in case of power generation plants using RES, are granted on the ba​sis of petitions accompanied by the necessary supporting documents forwarded to the planning Services by the authority being in charge of issue the installation permit. In that way a precursor of the one-stop shop principle is being set up. 

Joint ministerial decision 1726/2003 re: "Procedure for approval of prelimi​na​ry impact appraisals, environmental terms and conditions, transfer of pro​perty or of the right of use of forests and scrublands in the context of the issue of installation permits for power plants using renewable energy sources" (Government Gazette B 552) provides for reducing regulatory barriers by fixing shortened time limits after the lapse of which any lacking interim approvals or opinions from other Ser​vi​ces and bodies are con​si​de​red as positive. The same decision reduces to the absolutely ne​ces​sary measure the number of interim approvals to 9 instead of some 40.

	Article 35 of law 2773/1999 provides that the System Operator when dispatching load is under obligation to grant priority to (a) the available generation plants using renewable energy sources with an installed capacity of up to 50 MWe and in case of hydroelectric plants up to 10 MWe and (b) to the available plant generating electricity through co-generation up to 35 MWe of installed capacity.

The priority status applies also to the power surplus of auto-producers in case the energy is derived from renewable energy sources as provided for in section (a) above or through co-generation and up to 50 MWe of installed capacity. 

Article 2 par. 9 of law 2941/2001 provides that "Connection works of power ge​ne​ration plants using RES with the [interconnected] System or [auto​no​mous island electrical] Grids may be constructed by any party inte​re​sted in possession of an installation permit on the basis of the rules laid down in the Code of Power Transmission System or the Code of Power Trans​mis​sion Grid".
